Happiness in Serving God

HEN we read of
11,000,000 young
men leaving parents,
brothers and sisters,
home and country be-
hind, to risk their lives
for the defense of a
principle, we must won-
der why more young
women do not make sim-
ilar sacrifices for the de-
fense and promotion of
the big interests of Al-
mighty God in this
world.. Our wonder is
increased when we rea-
lize that those who de- His Excellency, Bishop Neoll
vote themselves to God’s interests run no risk
of never seeing parents or brothers or sisters
or home again; and that they lose nothing,
but gain incalculably much both for this life and
the next

HEF unspoiled child is quite susceptible to a

religious vocation but once he or she catches
the spirit of the world, which is inimieal not
only to the individual soul, but to God Himself,
it requires a miracle of grace to change the
aspirations of the heart of that youth.

FEW weeks ago the Chancellor of the Dio-

cese of Cleveland informed the writer that
he had visited the schools of that diocese to talk
on religious vocations, and that more than 1,500
girls in the grade schools and academies ex-
pressed themselves interested in the religious
life, and furnished him with their names and
addresses. But should these youths go to work,
or even attend public high schools, it is safe to
say that nine-tenths of them will never enter the
convent.

HAT, therefore, seems to be the chief reason

why seventh or eighth grade girls are so
much better disposed to embrace the religious
life than fifteen or sixteen year old girls? The
chief reason is that from the day of their Bap-
tism and Confirmation they have enjoyed the
closest union with God, and naturally love Him
and love the things here on earth in which He
is most interested. If they keep up their prayers
and continue to be frequent communicants, am-
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bitious to remain close to God, their disposition
to serve God by a life’s profession is most likely
to endure. If, on the contrary, “when they hear
His voice, they will harden their hearts”; if they
will procrastinate in order to test their vocation
in the world; if they will go to work and use
much of their earnings for a good time; if
they will form friendships which will transfer
their love from God to a creature; there will be
first a great weakening of the desire for the re-
ligious life and then an ever increasing re-
luctance for it.

PARENTS themselves, whose children they sel-

dom think of as God’s children first, are
responsible for the decrease in religious voca-
tions, which practically every religious commu-
nity keenly feels. Having themselves lost much
of their oldtime fervor by subordinating the
eternal to the temporal, the spiritual to the ma-
terial, a healthy soul-life to a healthy body-life,
love of God for love of the world, parents find
it difficult to comprehend how their daughters
would find real happiness separated from the
world

HE religious school teacher is no more sep-

arated from children than is the lay school
teacher in the public schools. The religious
nurse in a hospital is no more separated from
the sick than is the lay nurse. The Missionary
Catechist is no more separated from the peo-
ple of a considerable area than is the lay social
service worker. The religious teacher and nurse
and Catechist carry on the same work as do the
lay teacher and nurse and social service work-
er. But the former render this same service
from loftier motives. The latter work for a
monthly pay check, and the former for the
pure love of serving in the name of Chirst, and
for the spiritual and temporal good of their
charges.

AFTER the day’s work the lay teacher and

nurse and social service worker may look
for their relaxation among their worldly as-
sociates, while the religious teacher and nurse
and Catechist have their physical relaxation
among those who are their sisters in religion,
who are of one heart and one mind with them,
and through friendly prayer have communica-
tion with their divine Lover.

APPINESS and joy and pleasure are rela-

tive. What might make one person hap-
py or joyful, or give pleasure to her might be
scorned by another. Holy Secripture asks those
who have never striven to find happiness in the
love and service of God to try it, and in that way
to become convinced: “Taste and see how sweet
the Lord is.”

AVID was a great king, possessed of great
wealth, was competent to provide for himself
whatever he desired in the way of worldly com-
forts and pleasures, but he rather sought his
happiness by living close to God: “One thing
have I asked of the Lord, and that I shall seek
after, that I may dwell in the house of the
Lord all the days of my life.”

E HONESTLY believe that the girl in the

grade school or in the Catholic high school,
who has, at any time, thought seriously of the
reiigious life, should not only keep up her prayers
for direction, but avoid those things which
play into the devil’s hands. It must ever be re-
membered that God’s enemy is our enemy as
well, and that, as St. Peter reminds us, he is
ever alert “seeking whom he may devour.”

HEN we speak about the girl praying for di-

rection, who has thought seriously of the
religious life, we do not mean that she should
have any fears to embrace it, even without much
praying and counsel. Pope Pius X settled the
question concerning the dispositions for a re-
ligious vocation when he said that only two
things were necessary, namely, a desire to em-
brace the religious life and the ability to do the
work which it enjoins.

O PRESERVE a deep interior life in the thick

of their apostolic labors is, undoubtedly, the
most difficult as well as the most important duty
assumed by the Missionary Catechist—or by any
other missionary. Yet, it is not too difficult an
undertaking, unless one reckons without God
Who is eager to reward superabundantly all
earnest effort. True, the hours spent before the
Tabernacle in heart-to-heart converse with the
Divine Lover, are few and short, during the busy
mission yvear. But generous souls soon realize
that Our Lord supplies in intensity of love and
sweetness of union for the cheerful sacrifice of
His Sacramental Presence.

URING the annual eight day retreat, and at

other times of spiritual renovation, the door
is closed, as it were, upon the ceaseless hustle
and bustle of missionary life, and the Catechists
kneel at the feet of their kind Master in silence
and profound peace. How sweet it would be
to lay aside the burden of external works alto-
gether, and like Mary, to remain always ab-
sorbed in the beauty of the Beloved, forgetting
all else! Sweet, indeed! And yet, the very ardor
of this longing for God stirs up anew the grace
of the Missionary Catechists’ vocation — that
urge, not unlike the passionate zeal of St. Paul,
who though one of the greatest mystics and
contemplatives, cried out in a frenzy of restless,
unwearying love: “Woe to me if I do not preach
the Gospel!”

N A HEART like Mary’s, then, the true Mis-

sionary Catechist seeks to enshrine Christ
and to remain united to Him in a burning love-
life; while with hands like Martha’s she dis-
peases the spiritual fruits of this holy union to
souls committed to her care.




Our Boys in Uniform

HE writing was legible

enough, large and mas-
-uline, but Catechist rubbed
her eyes twice before she
finally finished the last par-
agraph of the letter.

“I'm the bad guy,” she
read, “who used to miss
Mass on Sundays, and who
talked in religion class. Re-
member me?”

That was Joe Sanchez—
now in uniform. Could she
ever forget him!

During her fifteen years
»f missionary experience,
Catechist had known many
who could have styled
themselves, “bad guys who
missed Mass on Sundays,
and who talked in religion
class.” Joe was one of the
latest. A year ago he at-
tended instructions for old-
er boys, and invariably dis-
turbed the order.

Joe had never known “a
Mom to tell me things,” as
he himself often remarked
in his softer moments. His
mother had died when he
was a baby. There had been
friends, of course, but still
most of the lad’s boyhood
days had been spent just
drifting around, with the
pool hall as a ready refuge.
The remembrance of all
this erased the many black
marks chalked up against
“her problem boy” in Cat-
echist’s mind, and he be-
came more than ever the
object of her prayerful
solicitude.

That same seemingly-in-
corrigible Joe was now in
the navy. Though he sel-
dom appeared to be paying
attention to the instruction,
he must have learned more
Catholic doctrine than any-
one had credited him with,
for his letter contained a
fatherly admonition to his
successors in religion class:

“Teach the kids to be
good, Catechist, and tell
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them that they will be as
thankful as I am that they
know HOW when they are
in the service.”

The grateful letters and
brief wvisits from “our
boys” in aniform are an
unexpected and high trib-
ute to the work that the
Catechists have tried to ac-
complish amocng the spirit-
ually underprivileged child-
ren in our own country.

With the armed forces
there are hundreds of
young men who received
their religious instruction
from the Missicnary Cate-
chists. In many instances
that instruction was piti-
fully meagre, for much of
the Catechists” work is done
among transient Mexican
families of the great South-
west. Even that little,
however, is highly appre-
ciated now, for the similar
strain in all the letters is,
“Teach the kids to be good,
Catechist, and tell them
that they will be as thank-

ful as I am that they
know HOW when they are
in the service.”

For twenty-two years the
Missionary Catechists have
been teaching religion —
largely in obscure places—
to boys and girls who have
no opportunity to attend
parochial schools. The very
nature of their work pro-
scribes  anything like
speedy and apparent re-
sults. One pioneer Cate-
chist who labored for years
among the transient people
of Texas, summarized the
situation well when she re-
marked, “It is never har-
vest time for us. We plant
and sow and cultivate, but
mostly we merely do the
grubbing!”

And so it was, and still
is in many out-missions.
When they begin catechism
classes, children from tran-
sient families, or who have
lived their entire lives in
isolated settlements, are
often unfamiliar with the
most rudimentary teach-
ings of the Church. Many
of teen age have not re-
ceived the Sacraments.
Spiritually starving child-
ren such as these were the
impetus for the founding
of the Society of Mission-
ary Catechists of Our
Blessed Lady of Victory,
some twenty-five years ago.
The priestly heart of the
Founder, the Reverend
John J. Sigstein, of Chic-
ago, was grieved, and his
zeal was stirred to action
at sight of these boys and
girls, born of Catholic par-
ents, who through no fault
of their own, were growing
up without any religious
instruction.

American Catholics have
never been able to build
sufficient parochial schools
for all their children. The
absence of Catholic educa-

tion and influence were
especially and painfully ap-
parent in the sparsely set-
tled and missionary sec-
tions of our expansive
country. To bring Christ
and His Church to these
people, who could not reas-
onably be expected to come
to Him of themselves, was
the lofty aim of the So-
ciety of Missionary Cate-
chists.

Religious instruction of
the children only was in-
adequate to accomplish such
a comprehensive purpose.
The family, not the individ-
ual, is the unit of Society.
To rear good Catholic
men and women it is im-
portant to develop families
that are solidly and pract-
ically Catholic. For this
reason, home visiting and
teaching catechism were,
from the beginning, given
equal importance in the
Catechists’ missionary pro-
gram.

Their initial step, upon
opening a new mission cen-
ter, is to take a complete
census of the people in
their assigned districts. In
this way they obtain the

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names of their families and
of the children who should
be attending religion clasgs-
es. A thorough census al-
S0 reveals the general
spiritual health of the com-
munity and many of the
specific problems that har-
ass families and individu-
als. This knowledge is the
key to successful subse-
quent home visiting, and to
the special case work nec-
essary to reclaim lost or
straying souls.

Where conditions war-
rant it, the corporal as well
as the spiritual works of

mercy are practiced by the
Catechists. Often the giv-
ing of some form of ma-
terial relief  establishes
confidence and creates an
approach to the family re-
ligious problem.

As soon as possible after
a mission center is opened,
classes in religion are or-
ganized for the children
ranging in age from three
vears through the senior-
high-school age, depending
upon the needs of that par-

ticular locality. In some
missions, classes for adults
are also arranged. More
often, converts and adult
Catholics are given private
instructions at the mission
center, or, when necessary,
in their own homes.

All classes are arranged
at the time most conveni-
ent for children and par-
ents. This may be on re-
lease time, after school,
during the noon hour, or
even before the day’s pub-
lic-school session begins.

Sometimes classes are
taught in the public-school
building. Usually, they are
held in the church, in the
parish hall of larger cen-
ters, in a private home, or
even out of doors.

The Missionary Cate-
chists also visit and teach
religion in state and coun-
ty institutions such as
hospitals, sanitariums, old
peoples’ homes, homes of

WHE\' I have the happiness of being present

't Recention and Profession czremonies, it
seems as if the gentle hand of our blesscd Moth-
er draws aside a cvrtain and I see through
the vears to the day, replete with joy, when I
reccived the habit of a Missionary Catechist in
19°3. There were just three of us and the
ciromony took place at the Academy of Our
Lady in Chicago, which place was the cradle of
our Society. At that time, Victory-Noll, our
Motherhovse, was just a cherished hope.
IGHT Reverend Monsignor Noll, now Bishop
of Fort Wayne, presided at the investiture
and was assisted by our Founder, Father Sig-
stein, who placed the rosary of our blessed
Mother in my hand. It has since been my con-
stant companion.
HE rosary was a precious treasure to me
when soon after investiture I went to join
our first band of Catechists at Ocate, New Mex-
ico. While there we were deprived of the priv-
ilege of daily Mass and Communion, as the
Missionary visited this mission but once a
month. We had, however, the great consola-
tion of having the Blessed Sacrament reserved
in our convent chapel. Here, at the close of
the day’s mission work, we knelt to recite our
rosary. Frequently, on the long trips to and
from our out missions, the beloved beads slipped
through our fingers as we prayed for the spir-
itual and temporal welfare of our people, our

young community, and our own needs.
I.\' ALL our difficulties and trials we had re-
course to our blessed Mother through her
rosary, always confident that she would come
to our assistance. It was her work we were
doing, and we used her tool, the rosary. As we
concluded each rosary, we felt not only that
her eyes of mercy were regarding us, but that
her hand was clasping ours, and we set forward
with renewed energy to face the trials of life.
HEN special graces were needed for the
return of a straying sheep to the fold, for the
success of a First Communion or Confirmation
class, to bring a child to religious instruction
class. it was to the rosary that we had recourse.
N THE mission where I now attend Sunday
Mass, there is a pressing need for our blessed
Mother’s intercession. Many seats are vacant
in the little mission church and few persons
receive the sacraments. Protestant missionaries
are making regular visits in this district, trying
to win our children. Won’'t you help us gain
these souls for Jesus and Mary by including
these poor people in your rosary, or even of-
fering an extra rosary for their spiritual needs?
HE newly made novices receive their rosaries
with joy and cherish them as bonds of
union between our blessed Mother and them-
selves. They have learned to love this spir-
itual link and receive great graces through this
channel. But they will not appreciate the full
value of their blessed beads until they have
clung to them in trials and difficulties and used
them as a never failing means of drawing sin-
ners to Jesus through Mary during many years
of missionary work.

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My Crucifix

Y CRUCIFIX! How eagerly I awaited the
day when it would be placed in my hands
and I could call it my very own! Patience at
last was rewarded and as Father presented it
to me. my whole being thrilled at the thought—
mine at last! It seemed as if my happy heart

would burst with joy!

HERE were dreams of the future when I

would ecarry my crucifix to the homes of the
sick and the dying. Far distant these dreams
seemed then. but months swept swiftly by and
at last I. too, was among the number scheduled
for the missions. The journey has since been
made several times, but now as then, my cru-
cifix has always been among the last articles
packed and the first unpacked.

OMPANION of my travels, dearer far now

than upon the day I received it, what stories
my crucifix could tell of lonely hearts, wayward
hearts, cold hearts, cheered and warmed by its
pr=sence!
homes of the suffering, always with the promise
that it would be returned to me as soon as it
was no longer needed.

O.\'E WOMAN lay very ill with cancer. She

was deprived of the care that loved ones us-
ually give to those who arz ill among them. Her
husband, out of patience at her illness and long
away from the Sacram:nts, made her life miser-
able. They were among the transients who work
in the fruits and vegetables, and who rarely re-
side more than six months in one place. She
was not taken to the dcctor until her wound
was such a mass of pus and rotting flesh that
the doctor would not touch it. There was noth-
ing he could do, he said.

ER SIXTEEN year old daughter faithfully
cared for her mother, changing the compres-
ses at intervals. The odor in the room was al-
most unbearable, but the mother offered her suf-
ferings to our Crucified Saviour. With the us-
ual instructions that my crucifix be returned to
me when she no longer needed it, I left it with
her. We visited her frequently, doing what we
could to console her. Her husband, at length,
became kinder and more understanding, but her
physical sufferings increased until the end.
GAIN and again, we visited a certain man
who had been ill with tuberculosis for seven
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vears. Unlike the woman patient, he had a de-

voted wife and six children. He had a little

room of his own, well screened, and he was be-
ing given excellent care. The family was sup-
ported by the small income that acerued from the
combined labors of the mother and the boys in
the fields. The State could not help because the
father had refused to go to the hospital for ex-
amination. We spoke to him. No, he would
not go to the hospital even if they sent the am-
bulance for him. That was that!

H, YES, there was one condition under which

he would go. If we would take him in the
car and bring him home again the same night;

ves, he would consider it.

FTER consulting with the doctor, we de-
cided to do this. Making him as comfortable

Now we ourselves wear the religi-
ous habit. Familiarity has perhaps lessened ou:
awe, but it has not diminished our reverence for
it. And when we hear the request to “kiss the
Virgin” we understand the respect, the faith and
love, that prompt the gesture.

ROUND the image of our Lady of Victory
on the face of the medal are the initials of
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the name of our Society and the words “Mis-
sionary Catechist.” Beneath the figure are
spravs of laurel. On the reverse side is a cross
and crown of thorns. Below these is the name
of the Burse under which the Catechist labors.
Around the edge in Latin are the words of our
motto: “All for Jesus through Mary.” Each
Missionary Catechist is invested with this medal
on the day of her profession. In conferring the
meadal the Bishop uses these beautiful and very
appropriate words:

ECEIVE this medal and chain of your glor-
ious, heavenly Patroness, our Blessed Lady
of Vi wun_\'. which the Society confers upon you.
Mayv the image of your good Mother on this
medal be indelibly engraven upon your heart,
and may the chain ever serve to remind you that
yvou are bound by the chain of love to the self-
sacrificing service of Jesus and Mary in ‘the
person of the poor little ones of the flock so
dear to their Sacred Hearts. Amen.

as possible in the back seat, we drove him to the
ho=pital twenty-five miles away and waited while
he was examined. On the return trip, we stopped
at the Court House to complete an application
for state aid for his children. Not wishing to
leave him alone in the car, I returned to him
while Catechist interpreted for his wife at the
Court House.

'_!I‘I SEEMED quite comfortable, so we chatted
of many things: his boyhood, youth and
manhood. No, he said, he had never received
his First Communion or gone to Confession and
he was sure he was too old to ever think of doing
so. After assuring him that it would be a very
simple matter if he would take the necessary
instructions, he consented to make the effort.

ATER state aid was given to this family. Then

the wife no longer had to work in the fields
but remained at home to look after the needs
of the family. I gave the man instructions to
which he listened with earnestness. A short
time later, when the parish was having a mis-
sion, the pastor sent the Missionary to our pat-
ient. Once before he had been on the verge of
having his marriage validated, but had dismissed
the priest, so we were anxious to know what the

out come would be. Grace was at work, and
on our next visit, the man tearfully but happily
told us of the marriage and of his First Holy
Communion. Shortly after this, we left our
mission for the summer. Our thoughts often
turned to this family and on our return trip in
early September, we spoke about them.

HE DAY after our arrival one of the girls
came with an urgent message from her mo-
ther. The father was dving and the mother
wanted us to come and speak to him about hav-
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see us and was pleased when we said he might
keep the crucifix. As we left the yard, I turned
for another glance. The sick man was holding
the erucifix and speaking to Our Lord. He press-
ed it to his lips—I knew that Our Lord would
take care of everything! We summoned Father.
Just twenty four hours from the time he re-
ceived the last Sacraments, the man was dead.
When we went to the home, we were met by the
sixteen-year-old boy who had been helping dig
his father’s grave. The mother had one more
request. Would we leave the crucifix for nine
days? The family wished to make a Novena of
prayer for the father. After nine days it was
returned to me once more.

ITTLE did I realize, when I first received my

crucifix at Victory Noll, what a companion
it would be, not only to me but to the sick and
the dying who would receive it from my hands
and benefit by its companionship. My crucifix!
Precious reminder of Christ’s love and suffering!
Who can say what graces of contrition, patience
and perseverance have been granted to those who
held it in their failing hands and learned from it
to suffer and to die with their Crucified Saviour!
