N 0 TITLE of Our Blessed Mother is dearer 
to the heart of the Mexican than that of 

Our Lady of Guadalupe. From the day in 1531 
when she appeared to Juan Diego, every Mexican 
has taken her for his own dear Mother. Even 
small children are familiar with the title, and 
nearly every family has one member by the 
name of Guadalupe after their much beloved 
patroness. Countless are the churches named 
in her honor. 

IT IS because of this devotion of the Mexican 
people to Our Lady of Guadalupe that the 12th 

of December finds their churches crowded to 
capacity in honor of the Virgin. And not only 
on the 12th of December, but on the 12th of every 
month special devotions are held in her honor. 
Here in our parish the devotions take the form 
of a rather unique service in behalf of those 
who are serving their Country in the Armed 
Forces. 

jN PREPARATION for this Service, a small 
box is kept in the church all during the month, 

and in this the parishioners may, at any time, 
place the names of their relatives and friends 
who have answered the call of their Country. 
On the 12th of the month the picture of our 
Lady of Guadalupe is decorated with flowers and 
candles, and the small box of names placed in 
front of it. 

A T THE beginning of the Service, the faith-
ful leaving their places in the church, as­

semble at the entrance. The Pastor in his white 
cope, and the altar boys in cassocks and sur­
plices bearing lighted torches, head the proces­
sion. Then follow the faithful, going all the 
way down the aisle on their knees. Old men and 
women pleading for their sons and grandsons; 
young women interceding for their husbands or 
fiances; children begging for their fathers or 
brothers; all these suddenly make the aisle be­
come a swaying mass of heads as each one slowly 
treads the way on his knees. 

II Q RA pro. nobi~" is the_ plea the whole con-
gregatiOn smgs out m answer to each in­

vocation of Our Lady's Litany. On arriving at 
the end of the aisle, each one draws out a name 
f~om the little box, and promises to offer spe­
cial prayers and good works for that particular 
service man during the coming month. A the 
last one draws out a name and returns to his 
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Our Lady of Guadalupe, protect our fi ghting men. 

place in church, the Rosary is begu n. Between 
the mysteries the pleading voices of Mary's 
children are again heard in the beautiful Span­
ish hymn inviting all Mexicans to come and sing 
to the "Glory of thei r Nation, " the Virgin of 
Guadalupe. 

A FTER Rosary a ll join with the priest in re-
citing a prayer, asking the Blessed Mother 

to plead with her Divine Son in behalf of all those 
who have left home and dear ones, whether 
they are on land, at sea, or in the air. No one's 
voice pleads more earnestly t han that of seven­
year old Pedro. He never misses the Guadalupe 
devotions, and al any time during the month 
he may be seen tiptoeing up to t he li ttle box to 
slip in his father's name. Although his father 
has already been reported "Miss ing in Action," 
he is certain that prayers in his behalf will help 
him in the next world, if not in this. It is for 
all tho e brave young men like Pedro's Father, 
who have given their lives for their Country, 
that the priest vested in black cope sings the

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From A to Z

IF you were to ask about the origin of the word 
AZUSA, you would probably be told that the 

word is derived simply from the fact that Azusa 
contains everything from A to Z in the USA. 

THAT may be true, but the word Azusa also 
has a bit of interesting history connected 

with it. Azusa is founded upon the site of an 
ancient Indian village known as "Azuksa-gna." 
This was the home of the Gabrieleno tribe of 
the Shoshonean Indian, and it wa noted for 
the abundance of good water, acorn bearing 
trees, and moderate climate. As the Spanish 
and Mexicans began coming into Southern Cali­
fornia, the district became known as "El Susa." 
In 1844 it was named the Azusa Rancho, and in 
the late '60s a postoffice was established on the 
r:mch and the name changed to Azusa. 

A ZUSA is situated at the mouth of the San 
Gabriel Canyon, the entrance to the huge 

Angeles Forest watershed in the Sierra Madre 
mountain range. The first gold discovered in 
California was in this canyon, and many miners 
still pan enough dust to make a comfortable Jiv­
ing while searching for the "real" thing. Azusa's 
chief industry, however, is the growing, packing 
and shipping of citrus fruit. This pro\'ides em­
ployment for the majority of the Mexican popu­
lation. 

1 ~ September, 1937, we opened a mission center 
m Azusa to provide religious instruction for 

the five hundred children there, as well as for the 
children in the surrounding districts of El Monte, 
Arcadia, Baldwin Park, Glendora, Irwindale, 
Covina, Pomona, Claremont, LaVerne, San Dimas 
and Puente. In each of the e places we conduct 
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religious instruction classes once or twice a 
week, which means we cover many miles each 
week. And speaking of distances, we cannot help 
but think of others who travel even greater dis­
tances to g·ive the wrong kind of instruction,­
the various Protestant sects who go many miles 
for the sole purpose of proselytizing. 
Q NE day as we were driving home from class, 

we saw a group of children apparently very 
much interested in something. We stopped the 
car, and there in the midst of the children was 
a woman handing ou.t what proved to be Protest­
ant Sunday School leaflets. As we walked over 
to the children they came running to show us 
what they had. When we told them the leaflets 
were not Catholic, a few of the older children 
collected them and gave them to us to burn. The 
woman met the children the following week as 
they were going home from class, but she could 
not interest them. She did not try again. 
T HE workers from this Sect had been going to 

our camps every Sunday, but since we have 
been going there regularly for religious instruc­
tions their atltendance has been so small that 
they have discontinued their visits. 
Q NE day as we were going down the street, a 

Pentecostal woman stopped us. "Sisters," she 
said, "I am very sad." Upon questioning her, 
we learned that she was a fallen-away Catholic. 
She told us that her children do not like to go 
to the Pentecostal church. One day her little 
boy said, "Mama, the Catholic Church is a-lways 
crowded, and only a few people go to the Pente­
costal Church. Do you know why, Mama? Be­
cause God is there and He is not in the church 
we go to." 
A T another time the little fellow said, "Mama, 

you are not baptized in the Pentecostal 
church. You were baptized in the Catholic 
Church, and that other baptism is just like taking 
a swim in the river, it doesn't mean anything." 
A S the poor woman was telling us her story, I 

could not but think "And a l~ttle child shall 
lead them." Evidently grace is working to gain 
an entrance into that home, and we can only pray 
that the mother will have the strength and cour­
a~e to cooperate with it and bring up her family 
in the religion which is their rightfu l heritage. 
A ND even though Azusa boasts that it pos-

sesses everything from A to Z in the USA, 
there is still a great need for the grace of God, 
spiritual enlightenment, and the work of the zeal­
ous Priests and Catechists as igned to this por­
tion of the Vineyard. 
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Each Child is 'Different

D ID you ever close your eyes and picture to 
yourself a class of children whom you taught 

only yes:erday, or last week, or even last year? 
Immediately some faces "·ill stand out. Others 
you will ~1ave io grope for, even if it is a class 
you had yesterday. I was thinking of that the 
other daj· while working on some class records. 
How different each child is; and how non-de­
script some are, so much so that it is an effort to 
remember their names even after several months 
of classes. (In this particular class I have an 
average attendance of between seventy and eighty 
children. \ 

R ACHEL is one of the children you would pick 
out immediately. She is the kind of child who 

is a joy ~0 every teacher,-serious in class, well­
behaved, and eager to learn. Carmen is another 
one. But Jenny is probably the one you would 
notice were you to visit that class. Ah, Jenny! 
When I am :1way from class-merely thinking 
about it I think I am very fortunate to have a 
child like Jenny in it. But when she is actually 
before me, I sometimes heartily wish she were 
miles away. 

J ENNY is bright, talented, a real leader, but not 
alwa;s so well-behaved as I would wish. She 

is an only chi!d. The father went away and 
married again, and Jenny's mother has to work. · 
Knowing Jenp~·'s background makes one more 
understanding and forgiving. She is a Girl 
Scout this year, after having been a Brownie 
for two years. The girls elected her secretary 
of the troop because she reads and writes well. 
Whenever she is naughty-which is very often­
she comes to me and asks if she i till the sec­
retary; only she separates the syllable:; and 
draws them out in a \Vay I cannot show you. Her 
minutes are classic. Here are a few examples 
picked at random: 
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Meeting called to order by Rachel 
Gomez. Troop 29 gave troop 14 a hall­
oween party. Tillie, Lucille, and Con­
nie danced Ia comadre. Catukist gave 
the old Brownies their wings and they 
tlyed up to be Girl Scouts. We had a 
lot of fun and thanked Catechist 
(spelled right this time) for the good 
party we had. 

Meeting called to order by Catikist 
We decided to go to the fire tation on 
next Tuesday afternoon. After a little 
talking we played a game named clock, 

Some children you would pick out immediately . 

and we played another game named 
this is my nose. 

We opened our meeting with Scout 
promise and sang our chalet song. We 
tried to make a trail around the block 
but the boys wouldn't let us. They 
kicked away our rocks as soon as we 
laid them. Catechist sa id we would 
make a trail when we go over to the 
Catechist's house. 

N OW, you sE>e, I have given more space to 
Jenny than I intended, but that's the way 

she is! 

D ONALD is another problem child. Last sum-
mer he dived into Lake Arrowhead and came up 

with a broken neck. I say he came up. Anyone 
else would ha,·e stayed down, but Donald is the 
one in a 1 housand who ,:u rvived. Even now he 
is wearing a brace on hi -; back. He is so wiggly 
and talkative with t he brace on that I wonder 
what he will be like when he takes it off. I 
have discovered his weakness, however, and 
often take advantag~ of it. He has a beautiful 
soprano voice and love to sing. And he likes 
best to .:;ing Gregor ian Chant! The children are 
learning the Gregorian Faster Mass, and when 
Donald misbehaves I simply tell him that if he 
is not quiet he will J10t be able to sing, and he 
is good for-well, fifteen minutes at the most. 

B UT it's about Barbara I want to tell you. Bar-
bara i;; also a child of a hroken home. She 

is quiet and rather old fashioned. One day I 
told her the story of her Patroness, St. Barbara. 
I really tried hard to make it a good story and 
thought I had succeeded. That was about three 
months ago. The other day Barbara came to 
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me and said, "Catechist, remember a long time 
ago you told me a story about St. Barbara? 
Well, I don't think we finished that story, did 
we?" 

1 SEARCHED my memory, fee ling quite certain 
we had finished. I am not so adept at telling 

stories t hat I can spread them out over two in­
stallments. 

''I THOUGHT we f,nished it, Barbara, but per­
haps I am wrong. Where did we stop?"

MOHAMMEDANS WHO LIVE AMO NG 
CHRISTIANS 

T HERE is growing· appn~hen si \·e n ess r egarding 
the f uture posit ion of the Mohammedans aft­

er the conclu sion of the preseilt wa r . Their im­
portance in world affairs is no lc.nger a matter of 
li t tl e interest ~o the people of America, for theirs 
is a voice t ha: is reso unding a round the world. 
The fo r t hcoming Arab confer ence, the poss ibili t~' 
of a strong Arabic un ion, t he quest ion of P ales­
tine migra tion;';, a ll point to issue that mu st 
affect t he west as well as the east. 

W E APPRE CIATE Engiand's role in Islamic 
affai r ;; and we see, with concern , Russ ia's 

eag-e m es;; to cr.urt the fa vor of t he follower s 
of the prophet. In India the Hindu-Moslem 
impasse remain,; the sam ~ . with neither ,;ide wi ll­
ing to concede to th e othe:·. However, it becomes 
evident that there are two distinct fo rces str iv­
ing for Moslem favo r - the one Christian- the 
othe:· pagan. 
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FOR this reason it would seem that upon cer-
tain Christian communities must devolve the 

herculean task of rescuing the followers of the 
prophet from the pitfalls of paganism. This is 
particularly true of those communities where 
authority has been vested in the hands of 
Christian, and in many instances, Catholic lead­
ers. 

WE APPRECIATE the difficulties of all forms 
of colonial government and the need for 

stnmgth of character, strong moral force and 
strict adherence to duty on t he part of those 
in authority. It is to them that the eyes of the 
Holy See are now turned. The Mohammedan 
r espects the man who respects himself; he rec­
ognizes the hi gh caliber of him who is not afraid 
to r. ract ice his religion and ~1bid e by its com­
mandmen t s. 

THEREFORE there is an urgent duty on the 
pa r t of Christians among whom Mohamme­

dan ~; li ve and over whom they may' have author­
ity. The fo rce of example is something the Mos­
lem undr rstands a nd ,respects ; hence his ad­
mirat ion fol' the follower~' of . Chal'les, Vicomt e 
de Foucald, who pray and fast in the desert and 
offer t he h ighest kind of Christian charity to 
all, 1 egardless cf race, colqr or creed . They ap­
p re~.:iate the tireless care of the missionaries who 
labo r in the or phanages and hospitals, who bind 
up thei r ;;o res ? nd nurse them back to health . 

H OWEVER, the g reatest force for good must 
come from the conduct of the Christians 

a mong- \Yhom the Mohammedan s live. The So­
ciet\· fo r the Propagation of the F a ith, at t he 
r eq uest of t he Holy See, asks then the prayers 
of the h ithful for bot h the Moslems and the 
Chr ist ia :1s \\'ho are th eir neighbors. Through the 
supplicat ions of our American Catholics the 
eyes of the 0 '1e may be opened to t he love and 
knowledg-e of Christ , the Redeemer, wh ile t he 
hea r ts of the other may be inspired with un­
derstand i:.g and f or t itude to act and li ve th e 
id ea l ~ of Catholicity .

''TO SHOW you belong to the Girl Scouts," 
came the prompt answer.

THE small brown-clad figure straightened 
proudly. "'l'hat; shows I belong to the Brownie 

Scouts." 
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L uiSITA went on with her questioning. "Now, 
why do yo~ think Catechist wears blue? I'll 

tell you. Catechist wears blue and white to show 
that she belongs to God. Those are His Mother's 
colors. Gloria, if you wore a hll'bit (that's the 
name of a Sister's dress) and it told everyone 
you belong-ed to God and His Mother, would you 
change it for any other one?" 
"QH, no!" came Gloria's response, and anum-

ber of other interested listeners, in the 
neat uniforms of green and blue, echoed Gloria's 
emphatic negative. 

''WHEN people see Catechist with us," con-
. tinued Luisita, "they know we are Catholic 

Girl Scouts and they expect us to do evet·ytbing 
that a good Scout should do. So we have to be 
'specially careful of our Promise and Laws." 
1 LOOKED at my watch, and then at the circle 

of up-turned faces. "Time for Scouts and 
Brownies to sing their Hiking song. We promised 
to be home at five o'clock. Would you like to 
get a drink of water before we leave the park?" 
AS twin lines of green and brown formed 

around the two dri!lking fountains, there 
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wa:; ample time to r mml~ (;C a bit oYer our Girl 
Scouting venture in El Paso. 

T~REE years ago w? had dec ided that Scout-
mg could fill a particular need in the lives of 

our Mexican girls. All were more or less seg­
regated ir: schools built especially t D accommo­
date theiJ· race. To the Anglo c~ildren, the 
Mexicans represented the "over the track" spe­
cies. We felt that the racial characteristics 
and talents of both groups could make for an 
enrichment of all, if only they could be brought 
together on a basis of equality. Much thought 
and investigation had convinced us t hat Scout­
ing offered this opportunity. 

THE question ?f suitable meeting places, fi-
uances for umforms and equipm~nt, intensive 

home visiting to explain the nature and purpose 
of Scouting, all rose up like Marley's ghost. We 
hesitated. "Strike out into t he deep," Someone 
had tole! :.: hesitant group of fishermen, "and let 
down your nets." They had ·bee<1 dumbfounded at 
the results. We. too, decided to strike out into 
the deep. Would the results come up to our ex­
pectations? 

FIRST of all, we wrote our families, friends, 
and former sch 1lols. We explained ou r rea­

son for beginning the Scouting program, and 
mentioned the difficulties anticipated because 
ou r children belonged to the poorest class. We 
asked for old uniforms and equipment no longer 
in use, or in li eu of these an~' donation, small 
or large. 

1 N SOME instances the response was very gen-
erous, but all along the way it was up-hill work. 

Aga.in and again we reminded ou rselves that all 
good things grow slowly. 

N OW after _three years, I was able to take in-
ventory JUSt for my own satisfaction. I 

began with the spiritual gains, for these are 
always '>f prim e importance. The Scouts and 
Brownies in the nine troops under our care had 
all begun their Scouting with a beautiful cere­
mony of Heception . It had taken place before 
the altar in : he Sacramental Presence of Our 
Lord, with each Pasto r officiating in the troops' 
respective parishes. 

F LAGS, pins, badges, and olther insignia re-
ceived the b lessing of the Church and were 

presented t he ch ildren by their Catechist leaders. 
A !'olemn Act of Consecration to God's Holy 
Mother was included in t he ceremony. Parents 
and f ri ends listened with interest as the Pastors 
explained the Girl Scout Promise: 

On my h0nor, I will try: 
To do my duty to Gorl and my co untr~· . 
To help other people at all times, 
To obey the Gii'l Scout Laws. 
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Q UR Scouts have found that duty to God 
means reg-ular attendance at Sunday Mass1 

fr e[)uent reception of the Sa-::raments of Pen­
ance anrl Holy Communion, and faithful atten­
dance at Religion Class. Members of our troops 
a re outstandi::lg in Parish activities, altho:.tgh 
man~· of thes2 girl., formerly refn:::ed to join 
Parish sodalities and clubs. They did not want 
to be termed "las piadosas" (the pious ones. ) 

D UTY t0 their country is evinced in their en-
thusiastic participation in bond drives, 

stamp sales, grease collections, and scrap drives. 
The desire to Rerve their country has brought 
to the Scouts a traer knowledge of their duty 
and their benefits as its citizens. Visits have 
beeu ma-ic to Red Cross s tations, Airports, Mil­
itary Hospital, Canteens, and the offices of the 
City Officials. Eager to prove their worth in 
the War program, the Scouts have worked dil­
igently to win their badges in Junior Red Cross 
and Home Nursing projects. Their recently ac­
quired skills in these fields have been pu t to 
practical use. 

IN SOUTH El ~aso, a Catechist leader found 
one_ of her th1rteen year old Scouts giving 

her s1ck mother a daily bed bath. The Visiting 
Nurse commented on the child's efficiency at a 
task which often tries the skill of an adult. 
Anothe r Scout added a dime to her Troop Fund . 
It had been g iven her by a neighbor after the 
Sco :.1 t had obligingly bandaged the bleeding arm 
of the woman's small child.

Clinic is another through-the-year project. 

"TO ~ELP _other people at all times." Ful-
filhng th 1s part of their promise, Scouts 

and Brownies are learning the very essence of 
Christlike char ity. Some go on errands regular­
ly for old and infirm people of the neighborhood. 
At Christmas and Easter thes::J poor people are 
made happier by the small boxes of goodies 
prepared by the children. 

D GRING th~ h~liday sea~on, t he trays at San 
Jose Ma .ermty Hosp1tal and the County 

Hospital blossom with colorful favors fashioned 
by Scouts' and Brownies' nimble fin gers. Babies 
in San Jose Clinic wear gay, flowered jackets 
and kick tiny feet encased in warm booties' 
which helped the Scouts earn their needlecraft 
badges. Opportunity for Christlike service is 
unlimited in Scouting. 
1 ' A ND to obey the Girl Scout Laws." The final 

part of their promise is giving our girls 
a sense 0f responsibility that should stand them 
in good stead throughout their lives. Pastors,

was our first stop. We began classes immediately 
for the Confraternity teachers and for the chil­
dren. The zealous Pastor, Father Perez, is 
trying hard to organize sodalities. He has con­
verted the little house next to the church into a 
hall with tables, games, radio, so that the people 
will have :? place where they can get together for 
social affairs. The people like to play Bingo. and 
evzry Sunday evening after Rosary and Bene­
diction, there i ~ a Bingo party until ten o'clock. 
Father thinks that is late enough for the people 
to be out. 

ONE morning on our way to Santa Rita, an 
out-missioa from Magdalena, we saw fifteen 

deer here and there along the road. One stood 
right in front of the car. They are very beauti­
ful and eJo.:t remely graceful. 

FROM lV!agdalena we went to Lincoln. Lincoln 
is a li ttle town, or perhaps I should say a long 

town, as it consists of one street between two 
mot!dain ranges. It is :1 real beauty spot. The 
children and the grownups were happy to have 
the Catechists with them. We r eceived splendid 
cooperation from the principals and teachers in 
the vari0us schools, tmd rluring our stay in Lin­
coln prepared First Communion classes in San 
Patricio and Picacho. We lived in a house be­
longing to th~ proprietor of the store, a non­
Catholic. He rcfus~d to accept rent because "the 
Catech ists do so much good for the people and 
their children." 

OUR next stop was Manzano. When we ar­
rived there the mountains were a riot of 

color. One day, unable to resist them, we took 
a trin U'l the mountains. After driving four 
miles, w~ parked the car and climbed. We were 
within about talf an hour's climb of Capilla 
Lookout when we had to return in order to get 
to class in tim2. Well, perhaps the next time we 
can make the summit. 

WE HAVE an excellent group of Confraternity 
teachers in the Manzano parish. All of them 

are school teachers, and each teacher takes his 
or her own pupils for an hour or two half hours 
a week after school hours for religious instruc-
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The mountains were a riot of color. 

tio:-~. Whi!e in this parish, we had meetings for 
the Confraternity teachers of the district at 
l'Ianzano and Torreon. They were well attended 
and the h:achers showed real interes t in t heir 
work.

Seminary have come to our assistance. 

WE HAVE given the Confraternity course to 
nine girls from the Academy, and we are 

now giv:ng the course twice a week to six of 
the seminarians. Both groups have responded 
enthusiastically. With their help, we are taking

car e of five large public schools and have twelve 
hundred childrtn attending the classes. 

T HE seminarians are teaching twice a week 
at San Jose school. They use our extra car. 

There are about 375 children attending classes 
in this school. 

WE TAKE the Academy girls to and from the 
other schools. We enjoy the ride back to the 

Academy with them, as the girls are bubbling 
over with enthusiasm. They always have ques­
tions for us to answer and problems to be 
solved. Two of the girls \Yere asked if they were 
Catholic. It amused them greatly because they 
know how hard it is for these New Mexican chil­
dre:1 to realize that an Anglo-American can also 
be a Catholic. 

THE Confraternity seems to be the only solu-
tion to the problem of religious instr uction in 

this grent Archdiocese, where the population is 
scattered over thousands of miles. We ask your 
prayl:'rs for its growth and continued snccess.

J noticed that where there was a large 
bent nail turned over the edge of the screen door 
to hold it shut, there was no need to knock, as 
no one was at f.ome. A bent nail-not at home! 

jN ONE of the houses a picture of a child's 
smiling face seemed to dominate the room and 

gladden the very atmosphere. It was hanging 
from a bright nail on the wall. Why I should 
especially notice the nail I do not know, unless 
it was that my experiencf! of the morning made 
me nail ~onscious! A small nail-a bent nail-a 
bright nail! 

B UT my. day was not yet finished. At Christian 
Doctrme class that afternoon one of the little 

tots asked, "Why is the nail in Jesus' Hand?" 
Another nail, t his time a l;;trge blunt ugly looking 
nail-the nail that opened the Hand of the 
Saviour to let His grace stream upon you and me, 
yes the blunt nail of su ffering! 

"NAILS--the small almost insignificant nails of 
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unforsee!l happenings that puncture our plans 
and could wreck character if we did not in­
stantly change the flat tire of our disappoint­
ments for a spare well-inflated with confidence 
in God, then continue to roll merrily along know­
ing that "He Who ordereth all things sweetly" 
has care of His children! 

NAILS-the bent nail of selfishness that says 
"not at home" to those in need, especially those 
in need of an encouraging· word, a bit of kindness 
or consideration; the crooked nail of self-love 
that closes the door to true f riendship, using 
friends !a advance selfish interests,-ah worse, 
the rusty, twisted nail ::>f indifference that re­
fuses to open to Him Who asks only that He 
be permitted to make Himself known, so that 
from a knowledge of Him may grow a truer 

. knowledge of self, and from both a love that 
will have its fu lfillment in eterni ty. 

NAILS-the bright nail of understanding 
upon which hangs the countenance that smiles 
aw:ty gloom and encourages others; it is fastened 
to the wall of "looking at things from God's view­
point." It does not make itself conspicuous in its 
attitude of helpfulness, but rather radiates 
peace like an evening su nset or the warm glow 
of !1 fireside .

Yes, those who suffer in union 
wit~ Him compensate in some measure for those 
wh•J are ungrateful, the seemingly ugly nail of 
suffering opening their hands in sympathetic 
love and generosity to all in Christ and Christ in 
all!
