Not a copy of the 
Visitor goes to press without calling attention to the 
work of Our Lady of Victory Missionary Sisters and 
the need for vocations. 

To say that we owe much to our Archbishop is 
certainly an understatement. The Church in America 
owes him much . That God will spare him for yet a 
longer while is our fervent prayer. We beg our 
readers to pray with us for that intention.

TO many of our children, the only name we 
bear is "Sister." When a child comes to the 

convent to ask for a certain sister, she is easily· 
identified as the Sister of the Altar Boys, or the 
Sister of the Third Grade, or the Sister of the 
Sodality. In one of our convents a little one 
asked for the Sister Who Knows How to Go 
to Confession. Whoever answers the door may 
smile confidently and say, "Oh, you mean Sister 
Mary Savio?" The smile will be confidently 
returned, the child assuring Sister Portress that 
she is the sister he would like to see. The fol­
lowing week he returns again to ask for the 
Sister of the Altar Boys. 

Hearing two little girls earnestly ask for 
Sister Joshuah one day made me grateful to 
remain in the oblivion of the Sodality Sister. 
But whatever her name, or whatever she may 
be called, the title every sister wants most of all 
is eventually to have the coveted St. before her 
name, and to help the children she teaches to 
win the same letters. And surely all of these 
children-the junior high, the third grade girls, 
the sodalists, the First Communicants, the fifth 
grade boys-will help Sister to win hers. 

Besides these human saint-makers there 
are many other factors to aid her. As th~ Sister 
of the Garages, the Sister of the Door Bells, the 
Sister of the Railroad Tracks, she has stepping 
stones toward her goal. 

That last title might seem strange. Our 
Lord, in His tabernacle home, is not particular 
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on which side of the tracks He may be found. 
Wherever His people are, there He is glad to 
have His earthly home. Very often this is not 
only "on the other side of," but very close to 
the path of the speeding trains. And so, often 
teaching in or near the church, we find our­
selves trying to compete with the roar of the 
passing streamliners. 

In one little mission church, the trains are 
so close they seem almost to hurtle into my 
vestib :.1le-classroom. One day I suggested to 
the little people in front of me that we pray 
for the passengers on the train while we waited 
for the noise to stop. "Ah, Sister," they chor­
used, ''it's only a freight." Another sister, 
wiser than I, had suggested to her class to pray 
for the engineer. At least you are certain of 
him. 

The next time our class was interrupted we 
put our charity to work at home and tried to 
think of God living in our souls. As the noise 
closed in about us, the children put their heads 
down and did their best to realize God's pres­
ence. From then on, whenever we are re­
minded by the helpful Southern Pacific, we try 
to pay a visit to our Guest within us. The chil­
dren use this obstacle to learn that they are 
more than mere freight, that within them 
dwells the Divine Passenger whose presence is 
the beginning of the happiness they will know 
when they have fully earned their coveted let­
ters.

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Bootheel Avostolate

K ENNETT, Steele, and the neighboring towns 
that dot Missouri's extensive cotton fields 

extend a warm welcome to Our Lady of Victory 
Missionary Sisters. We who know the Mission­
ary Sisters are confident that they will recipro­
cate this warm welcome of southern hospitality 
with more than human affection. Trained to 
"become all things to all men" they will in a 
short time be one with our good people as they 
have become one with the people of the Lead 
B::!lt in Missouri and have captured their affec­
tion. 

The "old timers" from Arkansas will tell 
you that Missouri's Bootheel (so called because 
on the map this section jets down like a heel 
beyond the southern boundary of the State) 
was swamp land rejected by Arkansas years 
ago. But rejects often prove valuable; and now 
in addition to being one of the richest areas of 
the State in agricultural products, the Bootheel 
(embracing the Counties of Dunklin, Pemiscot, 
and part of New Madrid) contains the largest 
percentage of Missouri's four million people, 
after the great metropolitan areas of St. Louis 
and Kansas City. 

The tradition of Catholicity in this area 
goes back to Hernando DeSoto and the 
Conquistadores who discovered the Mississippi 
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River in 1540. It is alleged that DeSoto travel­
ed as far north as Missouri's Bootheel. Indeed, 
U. S. Highway 61 follows the traditional "Cam­
ino Real" of the Spanish conquerors. Of course, 
the first priests were traveling missionaries. 
Father Marquette passed down the Mississippi 
beyond this point in 1673; and we know for 
certain that Bishop Rosati (1826-43) the first 
Bishop of St. Louis, sent his Vincentian mis­
sionaries down the Mississippi and into Arkan­
sas. He did his best to provide for the pioneers 
in the face of a great scarcity of priests and the 
practically impassible roads through the 
swampy lands, but the pioneers who settled in­
land were cut off completely from priestly min­
istrations. Only recently, through modern 
drainage canals and road engineering, has the 
area taken on an entirely new aspect. 

Many of our good Missourians (there are 
more than 100,000 in the area) had Catholic 
parents or grandparents ; others had been bap­
tized Catholic but otherwise cut off from Holy 
Mother Church for years, while still others with 
some contact with the Church have postponed 
baptism and entrance into the full stream of 
C-::tholic life. In addition, many thousand be­
long to no church whatsoever.

Following the difficult and persevering ef­
fort;; of excellent priests during the past one 
hundred and fifty years, who labored in the 
face of almost unsurmountable difficulties, His 
Excellency, The Most Reverend Joseph E . Rit­
ter, Archbishop of St. Louis, during the past 
spring, inaugurated the Missionary Apostolate 
of the Archdiocese by assigning four newly or­
dained priests to the area to labor under the 
zealous supervision of Father Joseph H . Huels, 
the pastor of Sacred Heart Parish in Caruthers­
ville and the administrator of the area. 

These priests of the Missionary Apostolate 
reside respectively at Kennett, Steele, Malden, 
and Wilhelmina, Missouri, and already their 
intensive efforts at home visitation and instruc-

the Mission headquarters where the priests as­

p Lanning of their work, has a promising paro­
chial school, the four mission districts do not . 
K~nnett and Steele both have lovely new chap­
els made possible by the charity of Saint Mar­
gar ~t's and Saint Philip's Parishes in St. Louis 
and the work of the Archdiocesan Rural Life 
and Home Missions Conference. 

To s.1pplement the priestly ministrations of 
the missionaries, the Archbishop sought and 
obtained the services of Our Lady of Victory 
Missionary Sisters to commence their work 
in September of 1954. Their work will be 
extensive home visitation and catechetical and 
convert instructions. They will reside in the 
new residence adjoining the Chapel of Saint 
Cecilia at Kennett. 

The sisters in Kennett, Missouri, will com­
prise tfie second missionary team of Our Lady 
of Victory Missionary Sisters in the Archdiocese 
of St. Louis.. The first team established its head­
q 1arters in Flat River, Missouri, in 1950 and 
has been laboring in the Lead Belt with head­
q 1arten at Flat River, Missouri, and the . two 
mission centers of River Mines and Desloge. 

Our hopes for the Bootheel are firmly root­
ed in Our Lady of Victory. The little band of 
Missionary Sisters consecrated completely to 
our Mother and Queen and with hearts over­
flowing with love for Mary's spiritually neg­
lected children will, by their humble visitations 
and instructions, prove_ to be Mary's powerful 
instruments bringing our good people to a 
fuller knowledge and perfect love of her Divine 
Son. We pray that our new band of Our Lady 
of Victory Missionary Sisters will be as it were 
the very heel of Mary Immaculate crushing the 
serpent of ignorance, selfishness, and religious 
indifference in our Missouri Bootheel.

St. Joseph Church, Los Bonos, California, decorated with flowers ond streamers in 
the popol colors for Fotimo celebration. 

NO, it isn't the name of a post office in some 
isolated section of our country, and it isn't 

the name of a communal housing venture spon­
sored by some Catholic Action group. It is the 
name which we Missionary Sisters have given 
to an annual religious celebration of the good 
people of Los Banos, California. 

The celebration began spontaneously as a 
tribute of gratitude to Our Lady of Fatima. 
After World War II, the people of St. Joseph 
parish realized that no service man from the 
Los Banos area had been killed in action. The 
yearly festival was inaugurated and patterned 
after the religious festivals in Portugal. 

Mr. Frank Faria, a native son of Portugal 
and now residing in Los Banos, has tried each 
year to add some feature to the decorative 
theme to recall similar occasions in the home­
land. The arch in front of the church is remin­
iscent of the arches erected for the various re­
ligious processions in Portugal. Persons living 
on opposite sides of the main street are respon­
sible for the erection and decoration of their 
arch and vie with their neighbors to have the 
most elaborate one. 

For the past several years Mr. Faria has 
strung a huge rosary on the facade of the 
church. Its great opaque beads, glowing softly 
with concealed electric bulbs, and the great 
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cross of neon lights shine over the entire neigh­
borhood. 

The novena preceding the climax of the 
celebration is conducted in the Portuguese lan­
guage. Confessions and Communions multiply 
as the days go on. Reverend Thomas J. Mora­
han, the pastor of St. Joseph's parish, whose 
own devotion to the Mother of God is so re­
markable, watches gratefully as the faithful ap­
proach the rails in ever increasing numbers. We 
sisters are thankful also. Our home visiting 
makes us aware of the goodness and the self­
sacrificing lives of the older generation which 
have made the San Joaquin Valley so produc­
tive and so famous throughout the entire coun­
try. It is good to see these people enjoying the 
spiritual benefits of the Fatima novena. 

The church last October was decorated 
tastefully and profusely, with flowers and the 
papal colors, by Mr. Faria and his zealous com­
mittee. The imported statue of Our Lady of 
Fatim:t was placed on a beautiful carrier and 
brought to the front of the church. Soft vari­
colored lights playing over her features added 
pat'1os. yearning, and a mystical loveliness that 
seemed to bring the exquisite statue to life. And 
h igh above the main altar her image was re­
flected in a soft purple shadow on the ceiling 
where her spirit, as it were, hovered over these 
her grateful children. Even the little ones tilted 
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their heads way back to see the shadowy out­
line of their Mother. 

The adult's and children's choirs sang their 
native hymns in the Portuguese language. Many 
of the older folks hummed along. Handkerchiefs 
were lifted surreptiously to the faces of both 
men and women, as scenes of the homeland 
were relived. 

The final day of the great celebration ar­
rived. A solemn High Mass of thanksgiving 
was offered by the Missionary Father. The 
Knights of Columbus led the clergy and the 
acolytes in the colorful procession. Various 
parish organizations were represented by re­
ligious banners. Lovely queens, who preside 
at the local fiestas in honor of the Holy Spirit, 
took their places in the front of the church 
with their attendants. The Mass ended on a 
note of triumph as the choir and the many 
bands outside the church began the national 
anthem of Portugal. 

A group of young men in uniform lifted 
the carrier to their strong shoulders. Three 
children from the Missionary Sisters' classes, 
dressed as the children of Fatima, took their 
places in front of the statue. 

As the bands played and the people prayed 
aloud, the colorful procession made its way 
slowly and reverently through the downtown 
streets to the Holy Ghost auditorium. There 
the Fatima group of statues was lovingly en­
shrined in a replica of the Cava da !ria and the 
rosary was prayed continuously during the en­
tire day. The choirs alternated in singing the

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loved hymns, and long lines of parishioners and 
visitors venerated the rosary held in the hands 
of Our Lady .of Fatima. 

On the social side, the committee served a 
free barbecue to all attending the celebration. 
This was a mammoth undertaking since thou­
sands had gathered for the great festival. Out­
side on the lawn, ranch and town families met 
and greeted relatives and old friends. The auc­
tion of livestock and Portuguese cookery add­
ed to the general excitement. 

At nine o'clock in the evening the church 
bells pealed out joyously. We Missionary Sis­
ters waited the climax on the side porch of our 
convent home. Cars drove up in the darkness ; 
their occupants parked them and put out the 
lights. All was silent except for the faint 
chatter or cries of tired babies. 

Suddenly in the distance we saw the lights 
of the cars of the police escorts. Silently they 
disappeared into the side streets. Then came a 
soft rosy glow from the red flares carried by the 
leaders in the procession. Thousands of persons 
followed, carrying large votive lamps and an­
swering the rosary led by the Missionary over 
the loud speaker. The voices of the choir could 
be heard in the distance. 

As the people took their assigned places, 
slowly and reverently, the young service men 
held the statue below the beautiful arch. Fath­
er began a panegyric on the virtues of God's 
most holy Mother. His voice rose in a very 
crescendo of loving triumph. And then the 
darkness of the velvet night was splintered by 
the thousands of voices. 

"Viva Portugal!" 
"Viva America!" 
"Viva Nuestra Senhora da Fatima!" 

The band played softly and we watcheci 
the many lights curve down slowly and grace­
fully in an obeisance of reverence. The belov­
ed Son of Our Lady of Fatima gave His benedic­
tion to her kneeling children from the top of 
the church steps. The bells tinkled softly. We 
arose from our knees and prepared to re-enter 
our convent, thrilled at this wonderful manifes­
tation of a people's love for our Mother. 

One of the sisters exclaimed softly. We 
turned. Through a mist of tears that would 
come in spite of us, we saw the boys lift the 
carri~r and start up the church steps, the statue 
still turned toward the people. It had to be 
th<tt way-because, like great white night moths 
hovering about a delicate rose, thousands of 
whit~ handkerchiefs waved a tender farewell to 
a most beloved Mother.
