''T HIS year will be different," I 
promised-myself as I planned my 

first grade class program. "There are 
several things 1 must emphasize which 
I have not stressed enough in the past. 
And another thing, I'm going to see if 
I can't teach those little ones my name." 

Not that I hadn't attempted this in 
the -past to those at the tender age of 
six; but some of the interpretations 
were horrible enough to discourage of-

fering my name for such a battering 
again.

This was a challenge. I noticed sev­
eral children murmuring my name to 
themselves as they left the room after 
instructions. One or two came back to

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ask me to repeat it, and I did so as 
dearly as possible. 

By the following week-there had 
been many other classes in between-
1 had forgotten about it until I lined 
up my little first graders at school. 

"I bet I know what your name is," 
came as a reminder. 

"What is my name?" 

"Sister Charlene." It ran down the 
line like a chant. This was getting em­
barrassing. Teachers and passing chil­
dren turned to look. Just the same, 
I was very much pleased, and so my 
downfall was imminent. 

"What's MY name?" asked one of the 
boys from the line. 

I looked at him blankly. Such a re­
action was totally unexpected. After 
the first week of classes, at which I 
had met for the first time over three 
hundred children, names simply did not 
stick. 

"David," he said helpfully. "Remem­
ber? David Mendoza." 

"Oh, yes," I replied vaguely and ex­
plained why I had forgotten. He seem­
ed satisfied. However, the following 
week he broached the subject again. 

"Now, what's my name?" 

I searched my memory in vain. The 
name was gone. I had to admit that 
I couldn't remember. 

Another consequence of my resolu­
tion was the number of times I had to 
listen to my own name. Sometimes, at 
the close of class on Wednesday, I felt 
that I never wanted to hear it again. 
To say just plain Sister was strictly 
against principle. Instead it had to be 

my whole name, dragged out to show 
off their knowle~- to the full. 

Each question, answef', and exclama- _ 
tion in class was punctuated , with my 
name. After class, as I attempted to 
hear prayers, there were usually ten or 
twelve first graders tugging at my habit 
and forever chanting my name. They 
all had problems or questiuns, . and the 
uninterrupted repetition of Sister's 
name sooner or later brought.. the. de­
sired attention. After I had answered. 
each child, and boldly suggested that· it 
was time for all to go home, they skip_­
ped happily out the door singing s~­
eral times on the way, "Goodbye, Sister 
Char-leeene." 

When I walk down the street or ride 
in a car, I am often jolted by a tiny 
high-pitched voice calling my name. It 
is a greeting that anyone half a block 
away can hear without effort. 

Even in the local supermarket I am 
not spared. One day when I heard my 
name called out, I stretched to look be­
yond the counters and spied one of my 
first graders standing proudly beside 
her mother. They both looked quite 
pleased with themselves. The little one 
even followed up the greeting with a 
"Goodbye, Sister Charlene" though half 
the store separated us. 

I often wonder if it wouldn't be 
better just to be "that tall sister." They 
wouldn't yell that out in public. But 
the damage is done now. There is only 
one consolation. If I teach in the same 
mission next year, I won't have to tell 
the first graders my name. I am sure 
that every child now in kindergarten 
will have been indoctrinated by one of 
my former pupils.

It is said that Florida is the fastest 
growing state east of the Rockies. It has 
an attraction and an appeal all its own, 
but then, for that matter, so have most 
states. It would be difficult to pick out 
its main attraction, but there are many, 

and so it appeals to people of all walks 
of life and from all parts of this vast 
country of ours. 

Thousands of visitors come back each 
year to enjoy the warmth of Florida's 
sun and to fish in the blue waters of its 
tropical coasts and in its countless lakes 
and streams. Though many come pure­
ly for recreational purposes, countless 
others come for reasons of health. 

I have heard it said, "When the sand 
gets into your shoes, you have no desire 
to leave." It is not surpr ising then to

find that many who come first for a 
visit return before long to make Florida 
their home. 

As their backgrounds are varied so 
are their interests. In our part ' of 
Florida, it is not unusual to find within 
a radius of forty to fifty miles a cattle 
ranch, a cucumber farm, a citrus grove, 
and some wildlife, besides the usual run 
of small businesses that cater to the 
daily needs of man. 

Sprinkled through these miles you 
will find a river, a lake, and a dozen or 
so small streams that add beauty to the 
landscape and are a joy to the fisher­
men. Indeed, Florida has well been 
called "Fisherman's Paradise." Fishing 
boats and fishing docks are in abund­
ance. Fishing enthusiasts have plenty 
of opportunity to try their luck and 
skill. There are about seven hundred 
species of fish known to exist in the 
Florida waters. Of these, about two 
hundred are of interest to fishermen 
among the favorites being the giant 
large-mouth bass and the silver tarpon. 

There is still much virgin territory 
and as we drive past miles of wild 
grass, shrubs, and palmetto brush, we 
wonder what developments will find 
their way to these spots in the years to 
come. 

In the southwestern part of Florida 
is our little town of Punta Gorda. Until 
December 1954 when our parish was 
established, it had been a mission for 
some thirty years. 

During the war years there was a 
local air base and the little church was 
crowded. When the base was closed, 
the congregation dwindled, but now it 
is growing slowly, but surely. 

We Missionary Sisters give religious 
instructions in Punta Gorda and its 
missions twice weekly. We also conduct 
the choir and have clubs for boys and 

girls, as well as for their mothers. In 
fact, our young mothers' club is one of 
our most interesting groups. They were 
formed primarily as a. discussion club 
using as texts those booklets on child 
training. Soon they were asked by the 
parish unit of the Council of Catholic 
Women to sponsor all children'& activi­
ties. They generously responded and 
now we do not know what we would 
do without them. 

Florida is America's last frontier. To 
many, it is a land of opportunity for 
agriculture and industry. To others it 
is a means to better health. To a mis­
sionary it is also the land of opportun­
ity, the opportunity to win souls for 
God. It is an important vineyard of Our 
Lord where the harvest is great, but 
the laborers too few.

Keys play a very important part 
in the life of the Missionary Sisters here 
in Las Vegas.

I remember! I used it this morning. It 
must be in my apron pocket. What a 
happy thought! It is! 

But now we come to our really in­
teresting keys, the keys to our teach­
ing centers. First, one needs a key to 
open the gate. Then a key to open the 
door. And that not just for one center, 
but for seven different ones! All the 
centers do not have gates, so that helps 
a little. 

One of our teaching centers is San 
Jose Hall. As we placidly approached it 
one day, Sister sighed. The key! Yes, it 
was still at home .. .

To which that 
much-tried individual responded (so 
the children reported) , " I wouldn't let 
you out even if you had to go to 
heaven!" 

A rather startling answer, but on 
second thought, what peaceful vistas of 
pure delight it opens up. Heaven! Here 
we come (we hope). All the children 
we have been (sometimes so frantical­
ly) ushering in and out. There they are 
before the gates of heaven. And look! 
Only one key, and St. Peter in charge 
of that. It can't get away! Now he's 
opening the gates for them ... so easi­
ly. And they're all trooping in . . . so 
happily .. . 



True Devotion to Mary 
' ' 1 CERTAINLY feel that I have gen-

uine devotion to the Mother of 
God. I say the rosary every day, usual­
ly recite the litany, have pictures of 
Mary in my home, turn to her often in 
my difficulties-so why should I prac­
tice this total consecration you read 
and hear so much about these days?" 

That, as the master of ceremonies 
would say, is a fair question. I would 
Pnswcr it s;mply by saying that Mary 
is necessary to us. To put it another 
way, total consecration is necessary to 
11S. 

Isn't that a rather sweeping state­
ment, even a bold statement? No one 
is strictly necessary to us except God. 

B ct t I still maintain that Mary is 
necessary to us and I have no less an 
authority than St. Louis de Montfort to 
back me up. St. Louis, you know, be­
fore he was canonized had all his writ­
ings scrutinized by the Church. The 
saint assures us that Mary is not only 
necessary to us, but necessary to God! 
Those are his very words and you can 
read them yourself in his Treatise on 
the True Devotion. 

Mary is necessary to God by a 
necessity called hypothetical. She is 
necessary simply because in His in­
scrutible designs, He willed it to be that 
way. True, God could have effected 
His plc::ns for the redemption of the 
human race without Mary, but He did 
not choose to act in that way. How glad 
we are that He didn't! Even to imagine 
such a thing is difficult. The whole 
economy of redemption would have 
been different. 

In the same way-because God wills 
it-Mary is necessary to us. She is 
necessary in a special way to all those 
called to perfection. Who are called to 
pcrfection-j t:s t priests and religious? 

No. Being a Christian implies an obli­
gation to sanctity. St. Paul is our au­
thority for that. Again and again he 
exhorts his Christians so to act as "be­
comes saints." (Ephesians 5, 3 ; Romans 
16, 2). In his epistle to the Thessalon­
ians he is still more explicit. "This is 
the will of God." he writes, "your 
sanctification." And didn't Christ Him­
self say, "Be ye perfect as your Heav­
enly Father is perfect"? He was not 
talking to the apostles when He said 
that. He was talking to what we would 
now call the laity and His words are 
meant for us. 

To become saints, to become holy, we 
need grace. Mary alone, as the Angel 
Gabriel told her, found grace with God. 
It is through her that we too will find 
grace. She gave birth to the Author of 
Grace, Jesus Christ. To Mary then we 
must go if we would receive that pre­
cious gift of grace, so necessary to our 
salvation and sanctification. 

Mary is truly our mother. She be­
came our mother when she consented 
to the Incarnation. We are members 
of the Mystical Body of Christ. Since 
Mary is the mother of the Head, she 
m ·1st also be the mother of the other 
members. Christ Our Lord solemnly 
affirmed this on the cross when He 
said, "Behold Thy Mother." 

If we are Mary's children, then we 
must act like children and be abso­
lutely dependent on her. Everything 
we have must belong to her. We must 
give her all. This we do when we 
practice total consecration, true devo­
tion. 

Only by giving ourselves totally and 
completely to Jesus through Mary can 
we fulfill all of God's designs for us. 
Jesus cc::me to us through Mary. He

Venerable Libermann: Spiritual Guide 
for Our Times by Rev. Pierre Blanch­
ard. Holy Ghost Fathers, 1615 Manches­
ter Lane, N.W., Washington 11, D. C. 

This is not a life of the Venerable Lib-
ermann, but rather an analysis of his spir­
ituality. It was first published in La Vie 
Spirituelle and has been translated from 
the French by the Rev. Joseph A. Lauris­
tis, C.S.Sp. 
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Father Libermann's life was marked 
by a strong spirit of faith, the logical con­
sequence of which was that he abandoned 
himself to Divine Providence in the smallest 
details. He was adept in the direction of 
souls and his message, set down for us in 
these pages, will be helpful to those who 
are seeking perfection.

Here are fifty-six selections from books 
and magazines covering the Church and her 
people.

There are articles 
on the Mass and the sacraments; on the 
saints, on conversions. There is an article 
for every mood, for every taste. 

The Splendour of the Church by Henri 
de Lubac, S.J ., translated by Michael 
Mason. Sheed and Ward, New York. 
$3.50 

In his introduction to this work the 
author tells us that what he has done is 
meditate, in the light of faith, on certain 
aspects of the mystery of the Church, as an 
attempt to work himself into the very heart 
of the mystery. The result is a book that 
could not have been otherwise better 
named, for reading it, one will certainly be 
overwhelmed with the Splendour of the 
Church. 

It is not exactly easy reading, but it is 
eminently rewarding reading and should 
make us do some soul searching to discover 
whether we are contributing to the Church's 
splendor. 

One of the most remarkable chapters, 
it seems to us, is that on the Church and 
Our Lady. So intertwined are Mary and the 
Church that we use the same symbolic 
language in speaking of them. This chapter 
alone is a wonderful contribution to Marian 
literature. 

The Merciful Monsignor and His Pray· 
er Card by Alberta Schumacher. St. 
Clare Convent, 60 Compton Road, Cin­
cinnati 15, Ohio. 

The Merciful Monsignor is the author's 
well-chosen name for the late Rt.

Apostolate of the Prayer Card. It is a beau­
tiful tribute from one who admired and 
loved him, and marks the silver jubilee 
year of the Apostolate. 

Some years ago Mrs. Schumacher wrote 
an article in Our Sunday Visitor drawing 
attention to the My Daily Prayer cards de­
signed especially to assist the dying. Mrs. 
Schumacher's articles evoke a tremendous 
response. (How well we know!) Quite nat­
urally, at his first opportunity, Monsignor 
made it a point to visit the young woman 
who was responsible for literally deluging 
him with requests for his prayer card. The 
present little booklet, beginning with an 
account of that visit, relates many of the 
heart-warming anecdotes told of the late 
Monsignor.

Saint Joseph by Henri Rondet, S.J ., 
translated and edited by Donald Att­
water.

Father Rondet has given us a much 
needed book on the beloved, but too little 
known St. Joseph. He traces devotion to 
him from the early Church to our own day. 

The second part of the book is really 
an anthology containing selecti?ns from the 
Fathers, from St. Teresa of Avila, St. Fran­
cis de Sales, Bossuet, Newman, and others. 
The work is illustrated with fine examples 
of St. Joseph in art. 

A book like this should do much to 
increase devotion to the Foster Father of 
Our Lord.

A book or pamphlet for Protestants writ­
ten by a convert is always timely. The au­
thor treats of the most common stumbling 
blocks for those not of the Catholic faith:

somewhat at length about Pope Leo XIII 
so it is unfortunate that she gives the wrong 
dates for his reign, 1846-78, the years dur­
ing which Pius IX reigned.

Everyone who sees this little pamph­
let will wonder why no one thought 
of such a thing before. It is exactly 
what is needed in every parish, no mat­
ter what size. Its practical information 
includes not only the usual things like 
arranging for baptisms, sick calls, mar­
riages, etc. , but touches on devotional 
practices in the home, manners in 
church, and some excellent general sug­
gestions on such matters as the CYO, 
Catholic Charities, distributing Catholic 
literature, etc. Included also are forms 
of address to be used in writing Arch­
bishops, Bishops, Monsignori, etc. Who 
hasn't looked in vain for that in an or­
dinary handbook of English. 

No price was listed with the copy we 
received. It is a small, compact book­
let and is certainly available in quan­
tity pr ices. Every pastor could well af­
ford to give a copy to his parishioners. 
If they would use it, it would be that 
valuable to him.

1. The Victory Noll Sisters were first engaged to work at Fort Sam Houston in 1950. 
From that date to the present time the Sisters have rendered outstanding assistance to the 
Catholic Chaplains of the Post. 

2. During this whole period from 1950 to 1956, Sister Loretta Marie has been the Su­
perior of the Victory Noll convent in San Antonio. She has always shown the warmest in­
terest in any undertaking suggested by the Chaplains, and she has committed herself and 
the other Sisters often at great sacrifice to accomplishing those plans.
