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BOOKY

Meditations on the Old Test-
ament: Prophecy by Gaston
Brillet, C.Or., translated by
Jane Wpynne Saul, R.S.C.J.,
Desclee, New York $3.75

By now — in this third vol-
ume of the series of Medita-
tions on the Old Testament —
we are quite ready to expect
the best. In fact, we almost
take it for granted that this
will be another excellent book
of meditations. And we are not
disappointed.

It is probably the simplicity
of his methods that makes Fa-
ther Brillet’'s meditations so
attractive. As in the previous
volumes — on the Narratives
and on the Psalms — he
chooses a text and briefly
points out its main character-
istics. In some cases we will be
rewarded if we open Holy
Scripture to the text and make
a more extended reading of it.
However, this is not always
necessary.

Then, lest we be too eager
to rush ahead with the body
of the meditation, the author
quietly bids us pause with the
. words: Adore. Speak to God.
There follows a page and a
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half or two pages at most of
prayerful considerations, wise-
ly broken up into small para-
graphs.

This volume on the Proph-
ets offered Father Brillet a
greater challenge than the pre-
vious subjects, History and the
Psalms. He has met it well,
however. The whole history of
the prophets teaches us that to
fulfill a mission requires much
faith, much love, and much
courage. The author empha-
sizes this over and over. If we
can learn this lesson, our medi-
tations will be fruitful indeed.

Father Brillet, a former Su-
perior General at the Oratory,
was born in Paris in 1878. His
main preoccupation has been
the formation and sanctifica-
tion of candidates for the
priesthood. In his instructions
he has always gone to the best
of sources, the Holy Bible. His
meditations are the result of a
lifetime devoted to the study of

Scripture.
One last volume of this ser-
ies is to follow — Meditations

on the Sapiential Books.

Liturgy and Spirituality by
Dom Gabriel M. Braso, 0.S.B.,
translated by Leonard J. Doyle.
Liturgical Press, Collegeville,
Minn. $3.50

This book will probably be
compared to Vagaggini’s
Theological Dimensions of the
Liturgy and surely with Bouy-
er's Liturgical Piety. There are,
it is true, points of comparison
with each of these books. Yet
each one, in its own right, is
necessary for a true apprecia-
tion of the liturgy.

Dom Braso’s book, we be-
lieve, is easier reading than the
other two; certainly it is easier
to read than Dom Vagaggini’s.
And as its title indicates, its
aim is to foster an apprecia-
tion of the liturgy as the nor-
mal means of attaining Chris-
tian perfection.

The liturgy, as an act and a
proclamation of the truth in
word and deed, is nothing less
than a great school of Chris-
tian life, a teacher of piety,
charity, zeal. We are brought
closer to God and united to
Him by the deeds and the
words of the liturgy. Through
the pravers, lessons, and chants
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we are instructed and edified
and inspired. Through the lit-
urgical year we live over in
our lives the life and mysteries
of Christ.

Since the spirituality foster-
ed by the liturgy has its roots
in Sacred Scripture and centers
around the Mass and the sacra-
ments, it cannot fail to form
the true Christian spirit.

Why, then, has it seemingly
failed to do so? Because our
mentality is too individualistic.
The liturgy is communitarian
and until we grasp this fact
and all that it implies, we will
not be able to pray in that
unity of spirit that the liturgy
demands of us.

The liturgy understood and
lived by the faithful is the end
which pastoral action must set

itself. Above all, religious in-
struction is needed here. In or-
der to give solid instruction,
the catechist himself must
first be formed in the school of
the liturgy.

Dom Braso insists on the
need of beginning the liturgi-
cal renewal with intellectual
formation. We must first probe
the theological concepts on
which the liturgy is based.
Then we must live intensely
what the Church is doing in
her liturgy, applying our own
spiritual activity to it and
letting ourselves be penetrated
by its formative influence.

Liturgy and Spirituality is a
welcome addition to the grow-
ing list of solid books on the
liturgy, the worship of the
Mystical Body.

Editor’s By-Line

We are repeating the invita-
tion to our Open House this
month — just in case you miss-
e d it in the May magazine.
We have set aside the after-
noons of the second, third, and
fourth Sundays of June to show
you our new chapel and in-
firmary. We sincerely hope one
of those days will be conven-
ient for you to come to Victory
Noll.

When we began to plan our
special dedication booklet (you
will get one when you come to
our Open House), we did a
little research on Victory Noll’s
original dedication. That was
Sunday, July 5, 1925, and was
the first official act of the late
Archbishop Noll after his conse-
cration as Bishop of Fort
Wayne.

After scanning old clippings
and reading THE MISSIONARY
CATECHIST for July 1925, we
are convinced of something we
had long suspected — that our
pioneer sisters were much
hardier souls than those of us
who followed them.

If they were not, how could
they have kept the pace of that
dedication weekend and sur-
vived? They were only a dozen
and a half sisters at Victory
Noll at the most. Yet they en-
tertained over 700 guests Sat-
urday and Sunday, not to men-
tion the 5,000 who attended
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the dedication on
afternoon.

As if that were not enough,
the sisters had been in retreat
the four days preceding July
4! On the morning of the Fourth
there was investiture and pro-
fession. These ceremonies were
attended by relatives and
friends, allof whom stayed
over for the dedication to be
held the next day.

Sunday

Saturday evening the sisters
had an entertainment in honor
of Bishop Noll and presented
him with a set of vestments.
The next evening — after
showing guests through the
new building all afternoon —
the sisters served dinner to the
Bishop, visiting clergy, rela-
tives, and friends. After that,
mind you, they still had the
energy to present an enter-
tainment. The Sunday night
affair consisted of addresses,
piano solos, vocal solos, and
recitations, topped off by an
original Spanish skit!

“And so came to a close that
day of dedication . . . ” reads
the last paragraph. By modern
standards the end of such a
weekend would have been the
end of the sisters, but no, they
kept right on going. That is why
we are now able to have an-
other dedication. This one will
be without solos and skits but
it will be nice, and we hope
you will be with us for Open
House. SEA
